
Lesson 15: Diseña tu propio robot

The purpose of this lesson is for students to draw rectangles with specified perimeters to create a
robot.

In previous lessons, students used geometric understanding to solve problems involving the design of
wax prints and parks. In this lesson, students create a robot as they draw parts with specified
perimeters. Students then find the area of robot’s body parts they drew and consider different areas
that can be drawn with the same perimeter. If time allows, students can color their robots to highlight
their mathematical ideas. When students recognize mathematical features of objects in the real world,
they model with mathematics (MP4).
