3. On Monday, she biked 125% of her Saturday distance. How far was that?



3 Puppies Grow Up
Student Task Statement

1. Jada has a new puppy that weighs 9 pounds. The vet says that the puppy is now at about 20%
of its adult weight. What will be the adult weight of the puppy?

2. Andre also has a puppy that weighs 9 pounds. The vet says that this puppy is now at about
30% of its adult weight. What will be the adult weight of Andre’s puppy?

3. What is the same about Jada and Andre’s puppies? What is different?
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
