Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to estimate and find the value of addition expressions with
decimals.

In a previous lesson, students found decimal sums in a way that made sense to them. In this lesson,
students see that the standard algorithm for whole number addition, familiar from a previous course,
also works for decimals. Students then estimate sums and find their values. Students are not required
to use the standard algorithm, but see how it is an efficient way to add.
