Directions:

1. Play 1 game of Target Numbers.

◦ Take out the cards that show 0 and 10 and set them aside.

◦ On your turn.

▪ Start at 0. Pick a number card. Choose whether to add that number of tenths
or hundredths to your starting number.

▪ Write an equation to represent the sum.

◦ The sum is the starting number in the next equation.

◦ Take turns for 6 rounds.

◦ The partner to get a sum closer to 1 without going over wins.
