* A quadrilateral is a shape with 4 sides and 4 corners.
« A pentagon is a shape with 5 straight sides and 5 corners.

* A hexagon is a shape with 6 straight sides and 6 corners.

We described solid shapes, based on the number and shape of

their faces. A face is a flat side of a solid shape. For example, a cube
is a solid shape with 6 square faces that are the same size.
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
