Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to find the value that makes an equation true when one
value is a teen number and one is a ten.

In the previous lesson, students found the value that made addition equations true when one addend
was 10. In this lesson, students find the missing value in story problems and addition and subtraction
equations. They may find the missing value in any way that makes sense to them. In the syntheses,
students discuss how the relationship between addition and subtraction is helpful when finding
missing values.
