Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to relate addition equations to shapes made with 2 kinds of
pattern blocks.

In previous units, students have related expressions and equations to story problems, objects, and
drawings. Students have separately made sense of equations with the total first (3 = 2 + 1) and with
the addends first (2 + 1 = 3). In this lesson, students work with both forms of equations in the same
activity, which requires them to attend to the placement and meaning of the plus sign. In this lesson,
students hear equations read with the term “equals” rather than “is” for the first time. In future lessons,
students will use equations to represent story problems about pattern blocks.
