Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to identify defining and non-defining attributes of squares
and rectangles. Students draw rectangles and squares as well as non-examples of rectangles and
squares.

Earlier in this section, students sorted shapes and described their attributes. In the previous lesson,
students learned the defining attributes of triangles (all triangles are closed, have three straight sides,
and three corners).

In this lesson, students continue that work, this time with squares and rectangles. Students learn that a
square is a special rectangle because it has the defining attributes of a rectangle (four sides and four
square corners), but also has four sides with equal lengths. Students should be able to identify squares
as rectangles, but they do not need to articulate a formal definition of a rectangle or a square.
