Lesson Purpose

The purpose of this lesson is for students to solve story problems involving addition and subtraction
within 100 without composing or decomposing a ten.

In previous grades, students solved a variety of Add To, Take From, Put Together/Take Apart, and
Compare problems. In previous lessons, students added and subtracted within 100 without composing
or decomposing a ten using methods based on place value and the relationship between addition and
subtraction.

In this lesson, students are invited to solve story problems and show their thinking or computations in
whatever way makes sense to them. The activity and lesson syntheses focus on describing and
connecting methods based on place value in preparation for upcoming lessons.
