As the value of = gets larger and larger in the
negative direction, the value of ¥ gets larger
and larger in the negative direction.

The equation of the polynomial is

p(r) = 2° — 627 — 162 + 96

The graph has a relative minimum between
r=4and x =6.

The value of the function at = 1 is 75.

The graph crosses the horizontal axis 3 times.
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
